2. Two Turn in Dates:

a. Tuesday, September 15— EARLY TURN IN, all students/families turning in 30
or more raffle tickets by this day will receive candy!

b. Tuesday, September 29 — FINAL TURN IN, all students/families selling 30 or
more tickets by this day receive an Out of Uniform (OOU) pass for Friday,
October 9.

3. Target Gift Cards: Three students selling the most raffle tickets by the final turn in date
of September 29 (10 am deadline) will receive a gift card from Target. We will award a
1%, 2" and 3" place winner. Be sure to check out last year’s winners in the yearbook.

4. Class and Family Prizes : This year all classes will compete on grade level for
a chance to win game tickets for the day of the festival and prizes for the teachers. All
families selling 100 or more tickets by September 29 will be entered into a drawing to
win $100 Cash. (see reverse side of letter)

We are asking all families to sell 30 raffle tickets. Turn in your ticket stubs/money at
any time and request more as needed by using the envelope provided. Sell and turn in 30
tickets on any day by September 29" and your children will receive an OOU for Friday,
October 9™, Parents can help sell these tickets, too. For the safety of the children, we do not
encourage door to door sales.

Raffle Ticket Class and Family Competition

For the class, per grade level, that sells the most tickets, each student in that class will
receive 5 game tickets for the day of the festival. The teacher also will receive prizes for
herself and the classroom. Tickets will go home individually with the children to make sure
they all have an opportunity to sell them. Remember, once a family sells 30 tickets, all the
children in the family will receive the OOU pass for Friday, October 9.

Here are the rules:

1.  When turning in tickets, please indicate which child you want
to receive credit. If you would like a certain number of tickets to
go to specific children in your family please mark this clearly
when returning stubs and money to school. This is important if
one child’s goal is to win the individual competition.

2. The early turn in is Tuesday, September 15". All children
turning in tickets this day or before will receive candy.

3. The final turn in for class and individual competition and to
receive the OOU is 10 A.M. Tuesday, September 29"

4. Tickets may be turned in to school on any day and requests for
more tickets will be processed ASAP.

5. All families selling 100 or more tickets will have their name
placed in a drawing to win $100 cash on Friday, October 1*.

6. The top three student sellers will each receive a gift card to
Target.
