Shoes ●​ Tennis shoes (velcro, laces, or tennis shoes that encompass the whole foot) 
○​ PS-K - No laces 

●​ All shoes must be closed toe, closed heel, and have a sole. 
●​ No Crocs, Hey Dudes, heels, sandals, or boots (rain or other). 
●​ Light up shoes are not allowed. 

Spirit Day  
 

●​ Spirit Shirts are past OLPS shirts purchased for OLPS events (Fall Festival, Theme shirts, Specific 
sports, etc.) and/or purchased from OLPS vendors (Polos and Plaids, Caplan’s and/or OLPS Spirit 
Shop).   

●​ Girls may wear colored bows and headbands on Spirit Day. 
●​ OLPS spirit shirt worn with OLPS approved plaid shorts, skirt, or jumper.  
●​ Leggings or tights may be worn under plaid shorts, skirt, or jumper.  
●​ Leggings only may not be worn with Spirit Shirts.

○​ Plain navy or white sweater may be worn. 

●​ Non-OLPS Coats/Jackets: 
○​ Any coat or jacket may be worn while outside.  Must be appropriate for Catholic school. 
○​ Jackets may not be worn in the classroom. 

●​ No non-OLPS sweatshirts or hoodies are permitted inside or outside. 

Out of Uniform ●​ Modest & age appropriate (Admin discretion will be applied.) 
●​ Shorts must be fingertip length.  
●​ No biker shorts. 
●​ Tops must completely cover bottom if wearing leggings 
●​ Midriff must be covered at all times 
●​ No halter tops, spaghetti straps or open back tops/dresses 
●​ Undergarments may not show at any time 
●​ Pictures or text on clothing must be suitable for a Catholic school 
●​ No frayed or ripped jeans 
●​ Shoes may accompany the outfit, but shoes must follow the following guidelines: 

○​ Must be closed toe 
○​ Must be closed heel 



○​ Must have a sole 
○​ No heels 
○​ No flip flops 
○​ No boots 
○​ No Crocs

Hair ●​ No extreme hair colors or styles are allowed. Girls’ hair must match their natural color. (Admin 
discretion will be applied.) 

●​ No fad hairstyles. (Admin discretion will be applied.) 
●​ No shaving or carving into the hairline or eyebrows. 
●​ No animal ears, costume headbands, hair scarves, or other distracting hair accessories.  (Admin 

discretion will be applied.) 
●​ All bows, scrunchies, headbands, etc. must be white, school plaid or any shade of blue on 

Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Fridays.  
●​ Bows, scrunchies, and headbands may be any color or pattern on Wednesdays for Spirit Shirt Day 

and for classroom holiday party days. 

Accessories & Extras ●​ Belts are not required for plaid shorts.  If a belt is worn, it must be navy, brown, or black - free of 
decorative buckles. 

●​ No smart watches No smart watches (Watches may NOT connect to the internet and may only 
have time-telling capabilities.  Any other capabilities means that the watch is not permitted to be 
worn at school.) 

●​ Stud earrings are acceptable.  No oversized or dangling earrings.  Only 1 hole per ear. 
●​ No nail polish or fake nails. 



●​ No temporary tattoos. 
●​ Make-up may not be worn. 
●​ Minimal bracelets may be worn. No excessive bracelets. (Admin discretion will be applied.)
